1. Approval of Minutes for March 23, 2005:  On a motion by J. Hadge and seconded by D. Willan, the minutes of the March 23, 2005 meeting were approved with corrections as noted.
2. President’s report:

· Mike began by thanking everyone for electing him to the presidency of the Staff Senate.

· The Staff Senate web site is ready for review. Senators are asked to visit the site, and send any comments to Joe Hadge. It will be “live” before the next regular meeting of the senate.

3. Committee and Council Reports:
Steering Committee (B. Kalinowski) – The Governance 2005 document is complete and has been sent to the President. CFA is working on program closure and Honors program recommendations. CSCC has tabled the Smoking Policy until Fall. CPP notes that the program closure document is now with CAP. An ad-hoc committee has been formed to review the Wednesday meeting schedule. The travel policy and web page policy are in discussion. The calendar policy will be reviewed with particular attention to Senior Week and the final exam schedule.
Committee for Planning and Priorities (M. Marchetti) – The committee is working on a new charge; a document will be forthcoming. A task force is forming to examine the model for teacher/scholar at TCNJ.
Committee for Student and Campus Community (G. Perkins) – A recommendation has been submitted regarding Senior Week and Reading Days. Noting that there has been no response from the Staff Senate, the TCNJ web policy is approved. Smoking policy has been tabled to Fall pending pertinent information about State regulations. Testimony is being gathered on the travel policy.
Graduate Advisory Council – no report
IT Advisory Council (D. Willan) – Reviewing IT policies and procedures and gathering feedback. Staff senate is reminded to review policies and forward comment.
Marketing Advisory Council – no report
Development and Alumni Affairs Advisory Council (P. Manetas) – Council is advocating for a new database to track alumni and help in efforts to engage them in TCNJ activity and encourage synergy for networking and information sharing.
Athletics Advisory Council (J. Pageau) – Council is exploring ways to recognize and honor student/athletes.

Special Services Advisory Council (J. Popowski) – Council is awaiting results regarding a grant for a new adaptive technical center. Council is also working with Terri Yamiolkowski and Kurt Heuring regarding new construction on campus. Council raises the question of whether the new Academic Support Council should have Staff Senate representation.
Human Relations Advisory Council (P. Kaspereen) – Council is examining the possibility of “inclusion mini-grants.” Council is reviewing plans for Black History Month. Results of climate survey are being reviewed and publication will be forthcoming.
Communications and Public Relations Council (J. Hadge) – Web site is up in test mode; please send comments to Joe. Council is working on outreach to potential new Senate members—plans include a brochure and welcomes other suggestions. Senators are encouraged to share Senate info with co-workers.
Election and Constitution Council (S. Atkins) – Election ballot is out. Vote by May 6. Please note the draft to amend the constitution- comments to Lisa McCarthy. Vote will be taken at the next meeting.
Special Events and Community Building Council (R. Conjura) – The Thunder Game event will now include a walking tour of the stadium.  An event reminder will be sent out. Also, watch for information regarding an upcoming TASK opportunity.
Staff Development and Recognition Council (B. Kalinowski) – Council is considering a years-of-service recognition event. Council will also work with Shaw committee for the awards reception. End-of-year reception is also being planned for Staff Senate.
